A PROCLAMATION

WHEREAS “Data Privacy Day” is an international, national, and statewide effort to raise awareness
about data privacy and the protection of personal information;

WHEREAS government officials from Wisconsin, privacy professionals, academic communities, legal
scholars, educators, representatives of businesses and organizations, and others are working together on this
date to further the discussion about data privacy and protection;

WHEREAS the Wisconsin Office of Privacy Protection, located within the Wisconsin Department of
Agriculture, Trade & Consumer Protection, is works every day to educate and protect Wisconsin citizens from
threats to the privacy of their personal information;

WHEREAS the recognition of "Data Privacy Day” will encourage more Wisconsin citizens to learn of
data privacy and take steps to protect their personal information;

NOW, THEREFORE, |, JIM DOYLE, Governor of the State of Wisconsin, do hereby proclaim the 28th of
January 2010, as “Data Privacy Day” in Wisconsin, and call upon our citizens, schools, businesses, and other
interested groups to observe the day with appropriate events, activities, and initiatives that promote
awareness of data privacy.
